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Grading Exam Information
 Dear Karateka,

This leaflet is designed to give you some information about what to do for your first grading from White to Orange belt (10th to 9th Kyu). There are four opportunities to grade each year, the 2018 dates are below.
When you’re ready for your grading, I’ll give you a Grading Application Form to be completed & handed in at the Grading Centre (Bracknell Sports Centre) just before the pre-grading lesson, along with your licence (blue book) & grading fees. Please make a note of the times to arrive & the lesson, as they are different for each date!
There are two parts to your grading exam. There is the Pre-Grading, which consists of a one and a half hour lesson to revise everything you ought to know in your syllabus.

About three weeks later you’ll attend your Grading, which is another one and a half hour lesson, followed by a half hour break & then the exam itself.

The grading exam is broken down into three parts; - your Kihon (basics), then Kata & then your kumite (sparring with a partner). All of which should only take about half an hour.

On passing you’ll be called to the Chief Instructors (Stuart Cole Sensei) table to be presented with your Pass Certificate, Orange Belt & Licence book.
· Kyu pre-Gradings are on Sundays: 3rd June, 9th September
& 18th November. Arrive 9am for 9.30am Lesson
· Kyu Gradings are on Sundays: 17th June, 23rd September &
2nd December.
Both Kyu lessons are at Academy Sport,

Northumberland Ave, Whitley, Reading, RG2 8DF
Arrive 9.00 for 9.30am Lesson. Grading starts at 11.30am
